It’s hard to believe we leave on tour in 3 ½ months!  That may seem like a long time from now, but it’s actually just around the corner!  So, what does that mean?  It means it’s AUDITION time.

Please take a look at the info below and return the attached interest form within the next week. You can email it to us, bring it in in hard copy, or simply email the response without the form (including size of part and conflicts you know as of now) and bring in the hard copy after.
There are some things we would really like you to think about as you decide whether or not you would like to audition for a role.  

Do you understand the time commitment involved in having an auditioned part? 

Lead roles


Choice #1


-roles requiring you to be in up to 6 scenes (7 scenes total)


You will need to be available up to 5-6 days a week for approx.2- 6+ hours each rehearsal


OR


Choice #2


-roles requiring you to be in up to 5 scenes (7 scenes total)


You will need to be available up to 4-6 days a week for approx.2- 6+ hours each rehearsal


Large roles


-roles requiring you to be in 3-4 scenes (some scenes may have minimal or no speaking/singing in 
them) (7 scenes total)


You will need to be available 4-5 days a week for approx. 2-6 hours each rehearsal 

Medium roles
-roles requiring you to be in 2-4 scenes (some scenes may have minimal or no speaking/singing in 
them) (7 scenes total)

You will need to be available approximately 3-5 days a week for approx. 2-6 hours each rehearsal


Small roles

-roles requiring you to be in up to 2 scenes (some scenes may have minimal or no speaking/singing in them) (7 scenes total)

You will need to be available approximately 3-4 days a week for approx. 2-4 hours each rehearsal

The number of hours and days are only estimates. The amount of time required will depend on how quickly people learn their parts and how focused you are in rehearsals. 

Anyone wanting to be in dances will need to add extra time into their plans for those rehearsals too. Dancing is, for sure, a blast and well worth the time and effort you put in! In some ways they are the most “fun” part of the show.
INFORMATION TO PONDER AS YOU THINK ABOUT AUDITIONING

The number of rehearsal days, and hours each day, become more demanding as we get closer to the show.

· What are your summer conflicts going to look like?

When you write down the type of part you are interested in auditioning for please keep in mind your availability over the summer. For example, if you are going to be gone for more than 10 days a large role isn’t very practical to audition for.  

· Do you have transportation to and from rehearsals so you can be on time and at everything you are scheduled to be at?

It is important that you are able to get to all of your rehearsals.  Make sure that this will not be a conflict if you don’t drive or if you live far away and can’t bike over or catch a ride. 

If you decide that you do not want to audition for a role and would prefer to be in the main chorus instead, that is just fine.  The role the chorus plays in this show is a fun one requires lots of singing and dancing too.  
Also be aware that auditioning for a role and being around more during the summer is the greatest way to build closer friendships with people in the group.  Rehearsal is where the bonding takes place and new relationships are formed.
